What we see here is the time it takes in the Bulgarian cities to obtain construction permits, broken down by stages. 
 
Sofia is by far the fastest city, not only in Bulgaria but also among the 22 cities benchmarked in this report. Dealing with construction permits in Sofia takes 97 days—10 weeks less  than in Ruse. Sofia is the only city in Bulgaria which offers a fast track option for some services. So if developers are willing to pay the extra fee, they can get the project approved faster. While Ruse’s process is the lengthiest, it is also the least expensive—the only Bulgarian city where the cost to deal with construction permits is below the EU average of 2% of the warehouse value. At 4.6% of the warehouse value, the cost is more than double in Sofia. 
 
To make the process more efficient, Romanian and Bulgarian cities could streamline the preconstruction approvals phase and expand the use of electronic platforms. In all 3 countries the accessibility to information on requirements can be improved, as well as introducing a risk based approach to environmental approvals.
